



Curriculum Practice

The planning for each year group in school is undertaken in terms of the ‘whole curriculum’ to include the core subjects of English, Mathematics, Science and I.C.T plus the foundation subjects of History, Geography, Physical Education, Design and Technology, Art, music and Religious Education.

The school’s philosophy places the child at the centre of his/her learning, so that children are actively involved in their experiences, their learning is not passive and the nature of that learning is highly individual.

Conscious efforts are made by all adults involved to support this learning through the development of positive quality relationships.  The staff work collaboratively, in endeavouring to promote a shared view of all aspects of the curriculum.

The school regularly updates and re-assesses policies.  These policies follow the guidelines within the National Curriculum and recognise the need for structured progression and for each child to receive his or her entitlement.
All teachers are responsible for at least one area of the curriculum, attending in-service training as often as possible to further their own professional development.
