Special Educational Needs
Our school values the individual needs of all children.  At Kirkheaton we work together with parents and with colleagues from health and psychological services to identify and support those children who have specific learning needs or behavioural difficulties.  

The school’s SEN Policy recognises that it is a shared responsibility of Kirklees M.C., the Governors and all teachers to promote an environment where children’s diversity is valued.  Within this policy therefore is the following provision:-

1. Procedures for identifying and assessing special/individual educational needs.
2. Planning appropriate forms of intervention and support, including work in collaboration with outside agencies.

3. Monitoring and evaluating individual pupil’s progress.

4. Active involvement of Governors.

Our Special Needs Co-ordinator (SENCO) is currently Mrs. Julie. Booth, who is responsible for the day to day running of the school’s Special Educational Needs Policy.  The SENCOs room is located at the back of the school hall, and she is happy to meet with any parents to discuss concerns they may have regarding their children’s special needs.  She is ably supported by a well established SEN team, trained to address a variety of needs including autism, dyslexia and challenging behaviour.  We also work with gifted children, giving them opportunities to broaden their experience and to work at their own pace.  We continually monitor and assess children’s progress with a view to ensuring that all children regardless of ability achieve their potential.

As far as it is possible, the class teacher in the classroom situation will meet all the varying needs of each child in school.  A few children may, from time to time, require a degree of small group work, or even some one to one specialist teaching.  This will take place in one of the small group areas in the school.

School is well equipped to support children, with computers, audio equipment and a variety of specialist materials designed to promote multi-sensory teaching and learning styles, for example ‘Wellington Square and ‘Beat Dyslexia’.  

Parents are consulted and involved in all stages of SEN provision.  A copy of the Special Needs Policy or the Gifted Children Policy is available from school on request.
